Late September/early 
October (when your 

child is in year 6) 

Candidate sits the 
NWSSEE at either 

Wallington Girls or 
Nonsuch

The test is made up of 
two papers; an English 

paper and a Maths 
paper (neither of 

which are multiple 
choice)

October (when 
your child is in 

year 6)

The outcome of 
the NWSSEE is sent 

by email before 
the deadline for 

the Common 
Application Form 

(CAF) which is 31st 
October 2023

Candidate passed 
the NWSSEE and is 

therefore eligible to 
apply for a place at 

WHSG and/or 
Nonsuch  by naming  
the school(s) on the

Application Form
